	Eliminated Kauwa

“Ending the kapu removed the distinction between the kauwa and the makaainana.” 

(Levin 33)

Outcasts were forgiven and became commoners. They no longer had to live apart.

Gave women more rights

1. Women were freed from restrictions on eating

“Pork, bananas, coconut and taro were kapu to women because they were thought to be a  form of specific male Hawaiian gods”(Levin 33)

Liholiho made it so women could eat anything they liked

2. Men and Women could eat together

“Kapu forbade men and women from eating together. A husband ate in his mua and his wife ate in the hale ‘aina” (Levin 33)

Liholiho made it so fathers could eat with daughters, a husband could eat with his wife, a brother could eat with a sister, and friends could eat with friends!

Ended human sacrifice

“The motive of human sacrifice was to gain a god's favor, particularly the war god Ku, but also the agricultural god Lono. Luakini were built when one ruling chief was about to make war; also when he wished to make the crops flourish or to bring  peace for the duration of the reign of the high chief" 

(Malo, 159)

Before Liholiho ended the kapu kapu-breakers and prisoners of war could be sacrificed at heiau called luakini. They might be killed, have their bones broken, or their intestines removed as a offering to Lono for a bigger harvest, or to Ku for a win in a war!


	Changed government leadership-

“In old Hawaii high chiefs were chosen with the help of kahuna by the Hawaiian Gods and mana Now Kings would be chosen by heredity”. (Levin 33)

After the Kapu ended kings were chosen by who their parents were and not by how good they were as leaders

Ended Hawaiian Religion-

“Liholiho outlawed all belief in the power of the gods” (Levin 33)

Hawaiians were forced to give up their major gods. Liholiho ordered the heiau and tiki destroyed and worshippers of Hawaiian Gods had to do it secretly after Liholiho ended the Kapu. 

Ended cultural traditions

“seasonal cycles, which were marked by formal religious ceremonies such as Makahiki were no longer observed” (Levin 33)

When Liholiho ended the Kapu he ended Makahiki. Makahiki was a four month long tradition that honored the god LONO. It was a time of peace, no one could make war during makahiki. Makahiki was a time for games, competitions, food, and dancing.

Ended Kapu restrictions on Fishing

“since there were no seasonal restriction inshore fishing, the breeding and spawning grounds were fished out”

(Levin 33)

Certain types of fish were endangered or extinct because fishing seasons were eliminated and people could fish anytime of the year so fish populations never got time to reproduce
