Who were the Missionaries?

 The first Missionaries in Hawaii sailed from Boston on a ship called the Thaddeus. They arrived in 1820 when Liholiho was King of Hawaii.

     The two leaders of the missionaries were Hiram Bingham and Asa Thurston. Four of the missionaries were Hawaiian Christians that were living in Boston and wanted to spread Christianity to their homeland. One of these men was George P. Kaumualii son of Kaumualii the High Chief of Kauai!

     The Missionaries sailed to Hawaii on a mission to Christianize Hawaiii (to spread Christianity) They wanted all Hawaiians to become Christians. The Miissionaries also hoped to cover the islands with fruit trees, houses, schools, and churches.


	The Missionaries Impact on Hawaii

How did the Missionaries change Hawaii? 

The Missionaries brought medicine, clothes, dictionaries, books, pencils, a printing press, chalk, chalkboards, watches, clocks, belts, shoes, pants, nails, hammers, shovels, lanterns, and lamps. They taught natives to read and write, and created the written alphabet for the Hawaiian language, called the palapala. They also published the first books, textbooks, and newspapers in Hawaii. They also brought bricks and made modern houses and introduced new technology like windmills.
