 “The Federated States of Micronesia has suffered more casualties in Iraq and Afghanistan per capita than any US state, and has lost soldiers at a rate five times the US average.” (Azios)
Reason 2: Free Association causes  environmental destruction

 “Nuclear Tests damaged islands, oceans, atolls, sea life, and animals in the Marshall Islands. The total yield of the 67 tests was 108 megatons, the equivalent of more than 7,000 Hiroshima bombs.” (Palafox, 77)

 “The Bravo hydrogen detonation alone created a crater one mile wide and 200 feet deep. Two islands in the Bikini Atolls were vaporized, only the ocean remains where the islands once stood.” (Palafox, 77)
