Commoners got the “right” to own land for the first time

Most Hawaiians sold their Kuleana land and ended up landless.

Changed the relationship between ali‘i and maka‘āinana because commoners stopped giving the chiefs their best goods

Commoners could pass on land to their children

”No trespassing, Private property” signs began in Hawaii

Commoners could use their land for farms and businesses

Foreigners with lots of money bought the land and made sugar plantations and pineapple farms.

Hawaiians were cut off from fishing spots, rivers and beaches. 

Ali’i lost two thirds of their land

After the Mahele most Hawaiians ended up not owning land.
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
